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from time to time by the Scientific Secretn.ry and con~tella· 
tions allotted and it is hoped that many more members will 
take it up ne~t session. An@ther feature of this session hM 
been the Association of Colleges in India wit,h the Society and 
twelve of these institutions have now joined. Literature was 
issued to them and the ground work has been laid for further 
activity next session. Difficulty is felt by the Council in as­
certaining the wants and also the capabilities of the various 
colleges. Useful discussion has, however, taken place 011 this 
matter, and thf} colleges have been addressed in order to 
achieve the objects of the scheme. Connected wHh this 
scheme, a. silver medal has been instituted by the 80ciet,y to 
be awarded for the best essay by a student of any of the .0\,.;. 
sociated Colleges. The essays are to be received by July 31st, 
1917. Members may like to know that a chance has occ'urred 
of obtaining a 9-:!nch reflecting telesoope for the Hotliet,y, 
and that the Council are in course of negotiations about thi~, 
It is proposed to 1:lse this instrument regularly, and to arrange 
for visitors' evenings in the clear season. 

It is satisfaotory to find that the Sooiety bas now ~u("ccetl. 
ed in placing its finances on a working basis. It wiU be l'C­

membered that the Journals of the Society had to be n goo:l 
deal curtailed, some time ago owing to shortage of fundl'l, 1 (, 
has now been found possible to relax this, and the presC'nt i~SllO 
is the first of the enlarged numbers. It perhaps appropriat.l.'!v 
coincides with the appointment of our new Editor to WilUlil 
all success in his task.

A. short report on the work of the Organisatioll for the 
search for new objects in the sky by the Scientific 
Secretary. 

IT was proposed in July 1916 to organise a systematic 
search b! members of the Sooiety. tlu.'oughout the yeur for 
new obJects, such as new stars, comets, etc., and for thi!'J 
purpose t~ allot constellations every month to those who 
would aSSIst. The searoh was to be made with the naked evo 
or field glasses, and maps and other data to be supplied to 
eaoh o~server by the Society. I was deputed to takG the 
~atter 111 hand .and was reques~d to see that standal'd maps 
~"ie~e pre~a~ed 111 the least pOSSIble time. Members were all!oO 
mVlt(~d to .1om ill this moYemont, and in a t:hort t.ilU(, thel'C wn~'6 
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23 willing members 011 the list. The prepa,l'ation of the maps 
took about four months to complete, and in November they. 
were sent to the members. It is well known that a constella­
tion can be followed, from rising to setting, for about three 
months. So it was arranged that the maps issued to m.embers 
were to be called back at the end of the third month, together 
with the reports of observations, if any, on them, new maps 
of other suitable constellations being supplied in their places. 

The system has been working pretty satisfactorily and up to­
datc no less than 33 constellations have been examfned. 
Although nothing new has been discovered, yet the earnestness 
with which some of the members, particularly the sohools, 
have taken up the work, gives hope of the work assuming a. 
scientific importa.nce in the near future . 

... \ word here would not be out of place as I have foun.d that 
most of the members return the charts within a fortnight or 
so nith round marks about the stars which were yj,sible to the 
naked eye. They have, I think, overlooked the fact that 
observations are to be repeated for the whole time the con­
stellat,ion il'l visible. The object is not to make a cursory 
observation but to watch the constellation for new objects. 
It is t,o be remembered that stars and comets spring up into 
existence and have to be looked-for, and these observations 
have a value, if done with care, even if no new discovery is 
made. On the whole the work ha.s been sa.tisfactory, and it 
i,; hope 1 that t,he Society ",iil lie able to justify its existence 
ill a. shO! t time.
