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result suggested the spectrum might be due to the light 
from Merope scattered and reflected by the large objective. 
Exposures on the nebula of Orion and of a region near 
Sirius led him to conclude that "the nebula shines by 
light, the spectrum of which is a true copy of that of the 
neighbouring star Merope and of the other bright stars of 
the Pleiades." It is suggested then that the nebula is 
disintegrated matter similar to what we are acquainted 
with in our solar system, as in the rings of Saturn, comets, 
etc., and that it shines by reflected light.
